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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

ECS Carolinas, LLP was contracted by Land Development Resource Group to perform an ASTM
Standard E-1527-00, Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) for the site located at 1455, 1485 and
1491 Union Cross Road in Kemersville, North Carolina. Any exceptions to or deletions from this
practice are described in Section 2 of this report.

The site is located at 1455, 1485 and 1491 Union Cross Road in Kernersville. Based on the records
search, reconnaissance and interviews, it appears that the site was used for agricultural purposes as early
as 1951. Three residential structures and associated oui-buildings were constructed on the western
portion of the site between 1970 and the late 1980s. Based on the ages of the structures, an asbestos
survey should be performed to identify asbestos-containing materials prior to renovation or demolition
activities. Three septic tanks and one water supply well are located in the vicinity of the residences. We
recommend that they be abandoned in accordance with applicable standards when they are no longer
used on the site.

The residence that is located at 1491 Union Cross Road was formerly heated with oil stored in an
underground storage tank (UST). ECS prepared a UST closure report (UST Closure Report, dated March
15, 2006, ECS Job No. G-12079A) for this UST. The report indicates that one 550 gallon heating oil
UST was removed from the site on February 23, 2006. Two soil samples were collected from the base of
the excavation. Laboratory analysis did not detect targeted compounds in the soil samples. Based on the
laboratory analytical results, ECS recommended that no further assessment be performed in the vicinity
of the UST. Based on the laboratory results obtained during the earlier assessment, this UST is not
considered to be a potential contamination source of the site.

ECS prepared a UST closure report (Report of Underground Storage Tank Closure, dated March 29,
2006, ECS Job No. 12079B) for 1455 Union Cross Road (an address for a residence that is located on the
site). The report indicates that one 275 gallon heating oil UST was removed from the site on February
23, 2006. One soil sample was collected from beneath the UST. Laboratory analysis detected 14 parts
per million {ppm) gasoline range total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) and 61.4 ppm diesel range TPH in
the soil sample. Approximately 9.14 tons of petroleum contaminated soil were removed from the site.
Confirmation soil samples were collected from the base and the sidewalls of the excavation. Laboratory
analysis did not detect targeted compounds in the confirmation soil samples. Based on the laboratory
analytical resuits, ECS recommended that a copy of the report be submitted to the North Carolina
Department of Environment and Natural Resources (NCDENR) UST Section for their review. The
report requested that a “Notice of No Further Action™ be granted by the NCDENR for the site. Based on
the previous assessment, it appears that minor soil contamination was identified in soil in the vicinity of
this UST that has been removed. Therefore, this UST is not considered to be a potential contamination
source of the site.

ECS previously conducted a wetland delineation on the site (Report of Jurisdictional Waters/Wetland
Delineation, dated January 30, 2006, ECS Job No. 12079). A pond, streams and wetlands are located on
the site. These areas are regulated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the NCDENR, Division of
Water Quality. Permits are required from these agencies for impacts to the jurisdictional areas. The
boundary of the pond, centerlines of the streams and boundaries of the wetlands were flagged in the field
as part of the delineation. The report indicated that a metes and bounds survey of the jurisdictional
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boundaries should be prepared to determine their exact Jocations and extents. Upon completion, a copy
of the wetland survey map should be submitted to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for final approval.
A site/grading plan can then be developed to determine the extent of the proposed impacts to
jurisdictional waters and wetlands, if any. An attempt shouid be made to minimize or avoid working in
these areas, if possible.

The site is located in a residential/commercial area of Kernersville. A Cleaner World dry-cleaning
business is located on adjacent property west of the site. Dry-cleaning operations typically use
chlorinated solvents in the cleaning process. Chlorinated sclvents migrate rapidly through soil and
groundwater. 1t is not uncommon for chlorinated solvents to be present in soil and groundwater in the
vicinity of operations where they are used. The SER search did not identify the facility as having had a
documented release of hazardous substances. However, based on the proximity to the site and the
groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, an undocumented release from the
facility is considered to be a potential contamination source and a recognized environmental condition of
the site.

Fill ports and vent pipes, indicative of the presence of heating oil USTs, were observed approximately
150 feet west of the site and approximately 200 feet north of the site, in the vicinity of residential
structures. The SER search did not identify these locations as having had documented petroleum
releases. However, based on the proximity to the site and the groundwater flow direction inferred from
the surface topography, undocumented releases from these USTs are comsidered to be potential
contamination sources and recognized environmental conditions of the site.

A gasoline station is located approximately 500 feet west of the site. Additional current/former gasoline
stations are located further from the site. The SER search identified one property located approximately
2,400 feet from the site that has had a documented release of petroleum/hazardous substances. Based on
the distances and the groundwater flow direction inferred from surface topography, releases from these
facilities would not be expected to impact the site.

As documented and qualified in this report, this assessment has not revealed on-site recognized
environmental condition in connection with the site. The assessment identified the following off-site
potential recognized environmental conditions:

Off-Site
e A Cleaner World located on adjacent property west of the site;
o the underground heating oil tank located approximately 150 feet west of the site; and,

o the underground heating oil tank located approximately 200 feet north of the site.

Additional Considerations

Although evidence was found that could cause a Recognized Environmental Condition to be present in
the vicinity of the site (i.e. potential migration of contamination to on-site soil and/or groundwater), it
appears that such conditions (should they be present) would have been the result of release(s) from an
off-site source, and not any former/current use of the subject property itself. As such, ECS does not
believe that the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources would consider an

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owner of the subject property to be a Responsible Party for contamination discovered on-site since it
would have migrated on-site from an off-site source. Therefore, no further environmental investigations
appear to be warranted at this time.

This Executive Summary is an integral part of the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment report. ECS
recommends that the report be read in its entirety.

2.0 INTRODUCTION

21 Scope of Work

ECS Carolinas, LLP was contracted by Land Development Resource Group to perform a Phase I ESA for
the site located at 1455, 1485 and 1491 Union Cross Road in Kemnersville, North Carolina. The
environmental assessment was conducted in substantial accordance with ASTM Standard E-1527-00.
The purpose of the ESA was to identify recognized environmental conditions in connection with the
subject site.

2.2 Objectives

The objectives of the ESA were to:

e evaluate the probability of impact of the surface water, groundwater and/or soils within the
property boundaries through a review of regulatory information and a reconnaissance of the
subject site and vicinity;

» evaluate historical conditions to identify previous usage that could impact on the environmental
condition of the site;

s determine, if contamination is believed to have occurred, the potential on-site and off-site source
material{s), location{s) and activities; and,

» provide an evaluation of the potential for environmental impact at the site, and a list of specific
conclusions.

2.3 Limitations

The ESA involved a reconnaissance of the site and contiguous properties and a review of regulatory and
historical information in general accordance with the ASTM standard. No non-scope considerations or
additional issues, such as radon testing or wetland delineations, were investigated, unless otherwise
described in Section 8.0 of this report. ECS previously conducted a wetland delineation on the site
(Report of Jurisdictional Waters/Wetland Delineation, dated January 30, 2006, ECS Job No. 12079).

The conclusions and/or recommendations presented within this report are based upon a reasonable level
of investigation within normal bounds and standards of professional practice for a site in this particular
geographic and geologic setting. The intent of this assessment is to identify the potential for recognized
environmental conditions in connection with the site; however, no environmental site assessment can
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completely eliminate uncertainty regarding the potential for recognized environmental conditions in
connection with the site. The findings of this ESA are not intended to serve as an audit for health and
safety compliance issues pertaining to improvements or activities at the site. ECS is not liable for the
discovery or elimination of hazards that may potentially cause damage, accidents or injury.

All observations, conclusions and/or recommendations pertaining to environmental conditions at the
subject site are necessarily limited to conditions observed, and or materials reviewed at the time this
study was undertaken. It was not the purpose of this study to determine the actual presence, degree or
extent of contamination, if any, at this site. This could require additional exploratory work, including
sampling and laboratory analysis. No other warranty, expressed or implied, is made with regard to the
conclusions and/or recommendations presented within this report.

ASTM E-1527-00 defines a "recognized environmental condition" as: "the presence or likely presence of
any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under conditions that indicate an existing
release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products
into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water of the property. The
term includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with
laws. The term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a material
risk of harm to public health or the environment and that would not be the subject of an enforcement
action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies.”

3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION
31 Site Location

The site referred to as “subject property”, “site” or “the property” is located at 1455, 1485 and 1491
Union Cross Road in Kernersville, North Carolina (Figure 1, Appendix). A legal description of the
property was not provided to ECS.

The site is an approximate 86 acre tract. The western portion of the site is developed with three single
family residences and out-buildings. The remainder of the site consists of undeveloped, wooded land and
fields. The site is bounded on the north by single family residences; on the east by single family
residences; on the south by Interstate 40; and, on the west by a strip shopping center, A Cleaner World
and Union Cross Road. Additional information regarding adjacent properties is provided in Section 6.6.

3.2 Physical Setting and Hydrogeology

As determined from the USGS Topographic Map, Kemersville, North Carolina Quadrangle (Figure 1),
unnamed tributaries to Abbotts Creek originate on the site and flow south. A pond is located at the top of
one of the tributaries, on the northern portion of the site. The map shows additional drainage swales that
could contain surface waters or wetlands. Elevations on the site range from approximately 880 feet
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above mean sea level near the southern boundary to approximately 970 feet above mean sea level near
the northwestern boundary. Surface drainage on the site is toward the unnamed tributaries to Abbotts
Creek that cross the site. Areas to the north and limited areas to the east and west are potentially
upgradient of the site based on the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography.

The site is located within the Charlotte Belt of the Piedmont Physiographic Province. The Piedmeont
Physiographic Province is characterized by gently rolling topography, deeply weathered bedrock, and a
relative paucity of solid outcrop. Rocks are strongly weathered in the Piedmont's humid climate and
bedrock is generally buried under a thick (2-20 m) blanket of saprolite. Outcrops are commonly restricted
to strearn valleys where saprolite has been removed by erosion. The topography becomes somewhat more
rugged with proximity to the Blue Ridge, where local monadnocks of more resistant rock oceur.

A variety of igneous and metamorphic rocks make up the bedrock of the Piedmont province. Most of
these rocks range in age from Proterozoic to Paleozoic and form the internal core of the ancient
Appalachian Mountain belt. Triassic sedimentary rocks, diabase dikes, and basalt flows are present in a
number of grabens and half-grabens that formed during the early stages of rifting associated with the
opening of the Atlantic Ocean. Rivers and streams carrying sand, silt, and mud flowed into these lowland
rift basins burying swamps and marshes, later producing small coal measures.

The soils encountered in this area are the residual product of in-place chemical weathering of rock
presently underlying the site. In general, shallow unconfined groundwater movement within the overlying
soils is controlled largely by topographic gradients. However, as the groundwater percolates downward
to the bedrock, it becomes controlled by the orientation of the rock fracture systems. Thus, the direction
of ground-water movement may not be consistent with the reflecting topography. Recharge occurs
primarily by infiltration along higher elevations and typically discharges into streams or other surface
water bodies. The elevation of the shallow water table is transient and can vary greatly with seasonal
fluctuations in precipitation. Movement in this water table is generally from higher to lower elevations.
As such, shallow groundwater would be expected to flow beneath the site toward the unnamed tributaries
to Abbotts Creek.

4.0 PREVIOUS WORK

ECS previously conducted a wetland delineation on the site (Report of Jurisdictional Waters/Wetland
Delineation, dated January 30, 2006, ECS Job No. 12079). A pond, streams and wetlands are located on
the site. These areas are regulated by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the NCDENR Division of
Water Quality. Permits are required from these agencies for impacts to the jurisdictional areas. The
boundary of the pond, centerlines of the streams and boundaries of the wetlands were flagged in the field
as part of the delineation. The report indicated that a metes and bounds survey of the jurisdictional
boundaries should be prepared to determine their exact locations and extents. Upon completion, a copy
of the wetland survey map should be submitted to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for final approval.
A site/grading plan can then be developed to determine the extent of the proposed impacts to
jurisdictional waters and wetlands, if any. An attempt should be made to minimize or avoid working in
these areas, if possible. For additional details pertaining to the streams, ponds and wetlands located on
the site, refer to the wetland delineation report.

No. G-12079A) for 1491 Union Cross Road (an address for a residence that is located on the site). The
report indicates that one 550 gallon heating oil UST was removed from the site on February 23, 2006.
Two soil samples were collected from the base of the excavation. Laboratory analysis did not detect
targeted compounds in the soil samples. Based on the laboratory analytical results, ECS recommended
that no further assessment be performed in the vicinity of the UST. For more details pertaining to the
UST that was located at 1491 Union Cross Road on the site, view the UST closure report.

ECS prepared a UST closure report (Report of Underground Storage Tank Closure, dated March 29,
2006, ECS Job No. 12079B) for 1455 Union Cross Road (an address for a residence that is located on the
site).

5.0 REGULATORY REVIEW

51 Regulatory Review

A Standard Environmental Records (SER) search was provided by Environmental Data Resources Inc.
(EDR). The SER search involves searching a series of databases for facilities that are located within a
specified radius from the subject property. The ASTM standard specifies a minimum search radius from
the subject site for each database. Based on our knowiedge of the subject property and the surrounding
area, ECS attempts to verify and interpret this data. While this attempt at verification is made with due
diligence, ECS cannot guarantee the accuracy of the record search beyond that of information provided
by EDR. A copy of the information provided by EDR is included in the Appendix. The following is a list
of databases searched.

National Priorities List (NPL)

The NPL (Date of Government Version: 02/24/2006) is a subset of CERCLIS and identifies “superfund”
sites that have had documented contamination incidents. The site does not appear on the NPL and there
are no listed NPL sites located within one mile of the site.

Comprehensive Environmenta] Response, Compensation, and Liability Information Svstem

(CERCLIS)

CERCLIS (Date of Government Version: 10/24/2005) contains data on potential hazardous waste sites
that have been reported to the U.S. EPA. CERCLIS contains sites that are either proposed to or on the
National Priorities List and sites which are in the screening and assessment phase for possible inclusion
on the NPL. Neither the site nor the properties located within one-half mile of the site are identified on
the CERCLIS Database.
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CERCLIS No Further Remedial Action Planned (NFRAP)

CERCLIS sites designated as NFRAP (Date of Government Version: 10/24/2005) have been removed
from CERCLIS. NFRAP sites may be sites where, following an initial investigation, no contamination
was found, contamination was removed quickly without the need for the site to be placed on the NPL, or
the contamination was not serious enough to require federal Superfund action or NPL consideration.

Neither the site nor the properties located within one-half mile of the site are included on the CERCLIS
NFRAP.

Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System (RCRIS)

RCRIS (Date of Government Version: 02/21/2005) identifies facilities that generate, transport, treat,
store or dispose of hazardous wastes as defined by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act
(RCRA). Conditionally exempt small quantity generators generate less than 100 kilograms of hazardous
waste, or less than 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste, per month. Small quantity generators (SQGs)
generate between 100 and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month. Large quantity generators
(LQGs) generate more than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste or more than 1 kilogram of acutely
hazardous waste per month. Transporters are entities that move hazardous waste from the generator to a
facility that can recycle, treat store or dispose of the waste. TSDs treat, store or dispose of hazardous
waste. The site is not identified as a hazardous waste generator. One property located adjacent to the site
is identified as a hazardous waste generator.

o A Cleaner World No. 196, 1545 Union Cross Road - located on adjacent property west of the site.
According to the EDR report, the facility is identified as a small quantity hazardous waste generator.
The report indicates that no violations have been documented.

The site is not identified as a TSD (treatment, storage or disposal) facility and there are no TSD facilities
located within one mile of the site.

CORRACTS: Corrective Action Report

CORRACTS (Date of Government Version: 12/29/2005) identifies hazardous waste handlers that have
been subject to corrective action under RCRA. Neither the site nor the properties located within one mile
of the site are identified by CORRACTS.

Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS)

The ERNS List (Date of Government Version: 12/31/2005) is a national database that stores and records
information on reported releases of hazardous substances, including petroleum products. Neither the site
nor the adjacent properties are identified on the ERNS List.

State Hazardous Waste Sites (SHWS) Inventory

State hazardous waste site records (Date of Government Version: 01/12/2006) are the states’ equivalent
to CERCLIS. These sites may or may not be already listed on the federal CERCLIS database. The site is
not identified on the SHWS Inventory and there are no properties located within one-half mile of the site
that are identified on the SHWS Inventory.

Solid Waste Facilities/Tandfill List

The North Carolina Solid Waste Section maintains a list of permitted solid waste facilities (Date of
Government Version: 01/26/2006). These facilities may be active or inactive facilities or open dumps
that failed to meet RCRA Subtitle D Section 4004 criteria for solid waste landfills or disposal sites. The
site. does not appear on the Solid Waste Facilities/Landfill List and no permitted solid waste
facilities/landfills are located within one-half mile of the site.

Leakine Undereround Storage Tank (LUST) List

The LUST List (Date of Government Version: 12/02/2005) is a record of reported leaking underground
storage tank incidents. The LUST List may also identify properties that have had soil and/or groundwater
contamination associated with documented releases from above ground storage tanks, surface spills and
other sources. The site does not appear on the LUST List. Properties located within one-half mile of the
site are not included on the LUST List.

Registered Undercround Storage Tank (UST) List

The Registered UST List (Date of Government Version: 10/24/2005) inventories underground storage
tanks registered with the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources, Division of
Water Quality. This list does not identify USTs that have not been registered with the North Carolina
Department of Environment and Natural Resources, such as home heating oil tanks and unregulated
tanks. The site and properties located adjacent to the site are not identified on the Registered UST List.

Incident Management Database (TMD)

The IMD (Date of Government Version: 01/23/2006) is a record of groundwater and soil contamination
incidents. In most instances, the Incident Management database and the Leaking Underground Storage
Tank database list the same facilities. The site is not included on the IMD List. Properties located within
one half mile of the site are not identified on the IMD with the exception of properties identified on the
LUST List (discussed above).

Several properties were identified on the Orphan Summary list prepared by EDR. Based on their
distances, they would not be expected to impact the site. Several facilities with incomplete addresses
were included on the Orphan Summary list. We were unable to locate these facilities during our off-site
reconnaissance.

6.0 FIELD RECONNAISSANCE

6.1 On-Site Features

Mr. Michael Brame of ECS conducted the field reconnaissance on January 21, 2005, The weather at the
time of the reconnaissance was warm with clear skies. Observations of the property were made from a
walking reconnaissance around each of the structures on the site, along several transects across the site
and around the site boundary.

The site is located at 1455, 1485 and 1491 Union Cross Road. The western portion of the site is
developed with three single family residences (Photographs 1 and 2) and several out-buildings. Soil
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covered areas that are surrounded by vegetated areas, indicative of backfill from two heating oil USTs
that have been recently removed, were observed adjacent to the residences located at 1455 and 1491
Union Cross Road (Photographs 3 and 4). An aboveground storage tank is located at the residence
located at 1485 Union Cross Road. We did not observe stained ground surfaces or stressed vegetation in
the vicinity of the above ground storage tank.

Several out-buildings are located on the site. Lawnmowers, tractors and other farm equipment is stored
in some of the buildings. Small stained areas, less than three foot in diameter, were observed beneath
several of the tractors. The stains appear to be surficial, limited to the soil surface. Two empty 55 gallon
plastic drums are located adjacent to one of the buildings. Stains were not observed on ground surfaces
in the vicinity of the drums. Five gallon buckets, gasoline containers and oil containers were observed in
several of the buildings. Stains were not observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the containers.

Scattered debris and small debris piles, consisting of brick and cinderblock rubble, lumber, woody debris,
rusted metal cans, glass bottles, aluminum cans and paper confetti, were observed on the site. Stains
were not observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the debris/debris piles. Pole mounted
transformers are located on the western portion of the site. Stains were not observed on the transformers
or on the poles/ground surfaces beneath the transformers.

An unpaved road crosses the eastern portion of the site. A sanitary sewer line crosses the eastern portion
of the site. The remainder of the site contains undeveloped, wooded land and fields.

A pond, streams and wetlands are located on the site. A wetland/stream delineation was previously
performed at the site. The results of the wetland/stream determination are presented in a separate letter
report (ECS Job No. G-12079).

6.2 Additional Observations

Undersround or above sround storage tanks

Soil covered areas that are surrounded by vegetated areas, indicative of backfill from two heating oil
USTs that have been recently removed, were observed adjacent to the residences located at 1455 and
1491 Union Cross Road. Details pertaining to the removal of these USTs is included in Section 4.0. An
aboveground storage tank is located at the residence located at 1485 Union Cross Road. We did not
observe stained ground surfaces or stressed vegetation in the vicinity of the above ground storage tank.

Strong. pungent or noxious odors

We did not observe odors at the site.

Standing pools of liquid likelv containing petroleum or hazardous substances

We did not observe standing pools of liquid likely containing petroleum or hazardous substances on the
site.
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Drums or containers of petroleum or hazardous substances greater than 5 gallons

Two empty, 55 gallon plastic drums are located adjacent to one of the buildings. Stains were not
observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the drums.

Hazardous sabstance or petrolenm product containers

Five gallon buckets, gasoline containers and oil containers were observed in several of the buildings.
Stains were not observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the containers.

Unidentified opened or damaged containers of hazardous substances or petrolenm products

Five gallon buckets, gasoline containers and oil containers were observed in several of the buildings.
Stains were not observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the containers.

Known or suspect PCB containing equipment (excluding light ballasts)

Pole mounted transformers are located on the western portion of the site. Stains were not observed on
the transformers or on the poles/ground surfaces beneath the transformers.

Stains or corrosion to floors, walls or ceilinos

We did not observe the interior walls of the residences and some of the out-buildings on the site. We did
not observe stains or corrosion to the floors, walls and ceilings in the buildings that were entered.

Floor drains and sump pumps

Floor drains and sump pumps were not observed on the site.

Pits, ponds or lagoons

A pond is located on the northern portion of the site. We did not observe petroleum sheens on the
surface of the water.

Stained soil or pavement

Lawnmowers, tractors and other farm equipment are stored in some of the buildings. Small stained
areas, less than three feet in diameter, were observed beneath several of the tractors. The stains appear to
be surficial, limited to the soil surface.

Stressed vegetation

We did not observe stressed vegetation at the site.
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Solid waste mounds or non-natural filf materials

Scattered debris and small debris piles, consisting of brick and cinderblock rubble, lumber, woody debris,
rusted metal cans, glass bottles, aluminum cans and paper confetti, were observed on the site. Stains
were not observed on ground surfaces in the vicinity of the debris/debris piles.,

Wastewater discharges into drains, ditches or streams

We did not observe wastewater discharges into drains, ditches or streams at the site.

Groundwater wells including potable. monitoring, dry, irrigation, injection and/or abandoned

A water supply well is located at the residence located at 1455 Union Cross Road. Municipal water
service is available in the vicinity of the site. If the well will not be used in the future, we recommend
that it be abandoned in accordance with applicable standards.

Septic systems or cesspools

Septic tanks are associated with each of the residences on the site. Sanitary sewer lines are currently
being installed on the eastern portion of the site. If the septic systems will not be used in the future, we
recommend that they be abandoned in accordance with applicable standards.

6.3 Asbestos Containing Materials

The residential structures and out-buildings on the site have potential asbestos-containing materials. An
asbestos survey should be performed to identify the asbestos containing materials in the building prior to
renovation or demolition activities.

6.4 Radon

The EPA has established a list that identifies areas of the U.S. with the potential for elevated indoor
radon levels. The EPA Map of Radon Zones assigns each county in the U.S. to one of three zones based
on radon potential. The EPA Action level for radon is greater than 4 picocurries per liter (pCi/L).
According to information provided on the EPA Map of Radon Zones, the site is located in Zone 2 which
is predicted to have average screening levels ranging between 2 and 4 pCi/L. Testing would be required
to determine the exact radon concentration at the site. A copy of the EPA Map of Radon Zones is
available in the Appendix.

6.5 Surface Waters

A pond, streams and wetlands are located on the site. A wetland/stream delineation was previously
performed at the site. The results of the wetland/stream determination are presented in a separate leiter
report (ECS Job No. G-12079).
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6.6 Nearby Properties

Contiguous and nearby properties were observed from a walking reconnaissance around the property
boundary and a driving reconnaissance of public places. The site is located in a commercial/residential
area of Kemersville.

The site is bounded on the north by single family residences. Natural gas meters were observed at
several of the residences. Single family residences are located further north. A fill port and vent pipe,
indicative of the presence of a UST, were observed at one of the residences located approximately 200
feet north of the site. Current and former gasoline stations are located approximately 2,100 feet and more
north of the site.

The site is bounded on the east by single family residences. Single family residences, Interstate 40 and
undeveloped, wooded land are located further east.

The site is bounded on the south by Interstate 40. Undeveloped, wooded land is located south of
Interstate 40. Undeveloped, wooded land, fields and residential structures are located further south.

The site is bounded on the west by a strip shopping center, A Cleaner World and Union Cross Road. A
Cleaner World is an in-house dry-cleaning operation. The strip shopping center on adjacent property is
currently occupied by China Café, Auto Credit, The Wheel Chair Company, Gables, Jerry’s Pizza,
Victoria Nails, Kidz-R-Kidz, Computer Place, Priscilla’s Salon, Tammy’s $.99 and Up, For Sale By
Owner, Food Lion and CVS Pharmacy. Single family residences are located on adjacent property west
of Union Cross Road. An underground heating oil tank is located at one of the residences, approximately
150 feet west of the site. A Burger King and residences are located further west. An Exxon gasoline
station is located approximately 500 feet west of the site.

7.0 HISTORICAL INFORMATION

7.1 Title Information

A chain-of-title was not provided to ECS for our review. If this information is provided at a later date,
we will review it for evidence of environmental concerns and issue an addendum to this report.

7.2 Sanborn Fire Insurance Map Review

Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps do not provide coverage of the site or properties located in the immediate
vicinity of the site.

7.3 Aerizl Photograph Review

Aerial photographs of the site and surrounding properties were obtained from the City of Winston-Salem
Engineering Department and reviewed for evidence of former usage which may constitute a potential for
environmental concern. The aerial photographs reviewed were dated 1951, 1966, 1970, 1980, 1984,
1987, 1990, 1994 and 2000 (Figure 2).

In the aerial photographs beginning in 1951, several apparent agricultural buildings are located on the
western portion of the site, along Union Cross Road. In the aerial photographs beginning in 1970, the
residence that is currently located on the northwestern portion of the site (1455 Union Cross Road) is
present. A pond is located east of the residence. In the aerial photographs beginning in 1984, the
residence that is currently located on the western portion of the site (1485 Union Cross Road) is
apparent. In the 1990 aerial photograph, the residence that is currently located on the southwestern
portion of the site (1491 Union Cross Road) is present. In the 2000 aerial photograph (Figure 2), three
residential structures and associated out-buildings, consistent with the structures that we observed on the
site during the reconnaissance, are present. The agricultural buildings that were located on the site along
Union Cross Road are no longer apparent.

In the aerial photographs beginning in 1951, the site is bounded on the west by Union Cross Road.
Single family residences are located on adjacent properties west of Union Cross Road. Undeveloped,
wooded land and fields are located north, east and south of the site. Scattered residential and agricultural
structures are located approximately 200 feet and more north of the site. In the aerial photographs
beginning in 1966, a small building and an oval track are located on adjacent property southeast of the
site. In the aerial photographs beginning in 1980, single family residences are located on adjacent
properties north of the site. In the 1990 aerial photograph, Interstate 40 is being constructed along the
southern boundary of the site. The small building and oval track that were located on adjacent property
southeast of the site are no longer apparent. In the 1994 aerial photograph, a strip shopping center and
the building that is currently occupied by A Cleaner World are being constructed on adjacent property
southwest of the site. In the 2000 aerial photograph, a building with an apparent canopy, indicative of a
gasoline station, is located approximately 500 feet west of the site.

7.4 Directory Review

We have reviewed directories to determine past occupants of the site and properties immediately
surrounding the site. The directories reviewed were dated 1966, 1970, 1975, 1980, 1985, 1989, 1995,
2000 and 2004. The directories dated earlier than 1980 do not provide coverage of properties in the
vicinity of the site.

The current addresses for the site include 1455, 1485 and 1491 Union Cross Road. The 1980 directory
lists Tar Heel Riding Club as the occupant of 1473 Union Cross Road (former address for the site). The
directories dated between 1980 and 1995 include residential listings for 1471 Union Cross Road (former
address for the site). The directories beginning in 1985 include residential listings for 1491 Union Cross
Road. The directories beginning in 1989 include residential listings for 1455 Union Cross Road. The
1995 directory lists Gardner & White Insurance, Inc. and Solomon & Associates as occupants of 1485
Union Cross Road. The 2000 and 2004 directories include residential listings for each of the addresses
located at the site.

The directories beginning in 1980 include residential listings for properties located adjacent to the site.
The 2000 and 2004 directories identify A Cleaner World at 1545 Union Cross Road. The directories list
retail businesses, office businesses, restaurants, a grocery store, a pharmacy and beauty salons as
occupants of the strip shopping center located on adjacent property west of the site. The directories list a
gasoline station/convernience store as the occupant of property located approximately 500 feet west of the
site.
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7.5 Fire Department Records

We spoke with Captain Tony Gossett with the Town of Kernersville Fire Department. Captain Gossett
inforrned us that he is not aware of fire department responses to spills, underground storage tank
removals or other hazardous incidents that have occurred on the site or on properties located in the
immediate vicinity of the site.

7.6 Interviews

We spoke with Mr. Talmadge Solomon, owner of 1485 Union Cross Road and a member of the family
that owns 7.12 acres of the site. Mr. Solomon informed us that his family has owned their portion of the
site for approximately 100 years. Mr. Solomon informed us that the residence was constructed on the
site approximately 24 years ago. The residence currently has an electric heat system. The residence was
formerly heated with oil stored in an above ground storage tank. The residence is connected to an on-site
septic system. Potable water is provided by the City of Kernersville. Mr. Solomon informed us that he is
not aware of other structures that have been located on the portion of the site that his family owns. Mr.
Solomon stated that, to the best of his knowledge, there are no underground storage tanks or other
environmental problems associated with the portion of the site that his family owns.

We spoke with Ms. Rosie Sink, owner of 1491 Union Cross Road. Ms. Sink informed us that she has
owned the 0.92 acre portion of the site for approximately 15 years. Ms. Sink informed us that the
residence on her portion of the site was constructed in the 1960s. The residence was moved onto the site
during the construction of Interstate 40, approximately 15 years ago. Ms. Sink informed us that the
residence was heated with oil stored in an underground storage tank. The underground storage tank has
been removed from the site. The residence is connected to an on-site septic system. Potable water is
provided by the City of Kernersville. Ms. Sink stated that, to the best of her knowledge, there are no
environmental problems associated with the portion of the site that she owns.

We spoke with Ms. Vance Smith, owner of 1455 Union Cross Road. Ms. Smith informed us that she and
her husband have owned the 52.8 acre portion of the site for approximately 34 years. Ms. Smith
informed us that the residence was constructed on her portion of the site approximately 34 years ago.
Ms. Smith informed us that the residence was heated with oil stored in an underground storage tank. The
underground storage tank has been removed from the site. The residence is connected to an on-site septic
system. A water supply well is located west of the residence. Ms. Smith stated that, to the best of her
knowledge, there are no environmental problems associated with the portion of the site that she owns.

We spoke with Mr. Pleasant Smith, owner of 22.5 acres of the site. Mr. Smith informed us that he has
owned his portion of the site since the early 1950s. Mr. Smith informed us that his portion of the site has
consisted of undeveloped, wooded land and fields since he has owned it. Mr. Smith informed us that
trails that were used by a horse riding club formerly crossed the site. Mr. Smith informed us that the
building associated with the riding club was formerly located southeast of the site, where Interstate 40 is
focated. Mr. Smith informed us that he is not aware of structures that were previously located on the
portion of the site that he owns. Mr. Smith informed us that he formerly owned a landscaping company.
He used soil from the northern portion of the site when it was needed by his business. Mr. Smith stated
that, to the best of his knowledge, there are no underground storage tanks or other environmental
problems associated with the portion of the site that he owns.
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We spoke with Amy with the Town of Kernersville. Amy informed us that municipal water and sanitary
sewer services are available in the vicinity of the site.

8.0 OTHER SERVICES

ASTM guidelines identify non-scope issues, which are beyond the scope of this practice. Some of these
non-scope issues include; asbestos-containing building materials survey, radon survey, lead-based paint
testing, lead in drinking water testing and regulatory compliance audits.

A stream/wetland delineation was conducted at the site prior to the Phase I ESA. The results of the

stream/wetland delineation are presented in a separate report (ECS Job No. G-12079, dated January 30,
2006). No other non-scope issues were requested or included in our scope of work.

9.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-00 for the site located at 1455, 1485 and 1491 Union Cross Road in
Kemersville, North Carolina. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section
2.3 of this report.

As documented and qualified in this report, this assessment has not revealed on-site recognized
environmental condition in connection with the site. The assessment identified the following off-site
potential recognized environmental conditions:

Off-Site
e A Cleaner World located on adjacent property west of the site;

o the underground heating oil tank located approximately 150 feet west of the site; and,

v the underground heating oil tank located approximately 200 feet north of the site.

Additional Considerations

Although evidence was found that could cause a Recognized Environmental Condition to be present in
the vicinity of the site (i.e. potential migration of contamination to on-site soil and/or groundwater), it
appears that such conditions (should they be present) would have been the result of release(s) from an
off-site source, and not any former/current use of the subject property itself. As such, ECS does not
believe that the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources would consider an
owner of the subject property to be a Responsible Party for any contamination discovered on-site since it
would have migrated on-site from an off-site source. Therefore, no further environmental investigations
appear to be warranted at this time.
